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Investigation and Analysis of the Implementation of

Targeted Aid Projects in Xinjiang

Abstract The Central Government has attached great importance to aiding work in Xinjiang. As a
result remarkable achievements have been made in this field in recent years. However an analysis of both
‘hard ware” and “soft ware” of the targeted aid projects of Zhejiang Shenzhen and Beijing shows that in the
construction of those projects there still exist problems such as unclear project determining mechanism
imperfect project management lacking transparency in project demonstration insufficient coordination and
communication among aiding provinces and cities limited number of departments involved in projects
repeated development of projects and failure to fully absorb ethnic minority graduates into projects and to
realize the goals of promoting employment and raising residents’ income. Furthermore more cadres are
needed for the projects and new models of talent training should be explored.
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
