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On the Sichuan Author Group of the Factual Record of Song

Abstract: Among the 253 officials who compiled the Factual Record of Song 44 1i.e. around 1/6
of all are believed to be from Sichuan district. That is a perfect example to prove the economic and cul-
tural development of Sichuan district in the Song dynasty. In the southern Song dynasty due to the loss of
central plains and the growing importance of Sichuan in national territory Sichuan provided with more
authors to compile the Factual Record of Song whose total number even surpassed those of Zhejiang and
Jiangsu. The large number of authors involved in compiling has great impact on the formation of historiog—
raphy families and traditions. There came out such historiography families as the Fans in Huayang the
Lis in Danling and the Gaos of Pujiang. SU Shi of Meishan and LI Xin-chuan of Jingyan are also good ex—
amples in authors from Sichuan in compiling the Factual Record of Song.
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
