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Studies on Xincheng Authors of Tongcheng School

Abstract: As the largest prose school in Qing Dynasty Tongcheng School had authors all over China. Tongcheng
School of Jiangxi Province was still one of the most important schools. Xincheng authors were a major part of it
but few scholars have studied it. On the basis of the forms of teacher-student relation namely apprenticeship and
Sishu( learning from someone without apprenticing to him in person) and judging by whether the Yifa Theory of
Xincheng School was followed this dissertation confirms that there were 35 Tongcheng authors in Xincheng. This
dissertation undertakes detailed studies on Xincheng authors’ life as well as their poetry and prose anthology with
an aim to facilitate in-depth research into Tongcheng School.
