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Gan Dialect in Changdu Tone Evolution and Human Origin

Abstract: Changdu dialect is one of different regions of Gan dialects; its tone evolution has four kinds of pat—
terns with different thistorical layers and they are closely related each other. From the view of tonal development
conditions they exist universal evolution such as differentiation because of the initial consonant pronunciation
( unvoiced and voiced) and consolidation because of similarity pitch and contour of tone. In addition there are
distinctive feature conditions for example differentiation because of aspirated initials different coda in the ancient
times. Changdu Gan dialect tone evolution characteristics present regional distribution which is closely related with
history culture and natural geography of the north of Jiangxi.
